WHY:  COEIR predicts that if comprehensive immigration reform fails this year, labor shortages will force Colorado businesses to lay off American workers and will result in escalating costs for food, lodging, landscape, home construction and other businesses.   COEIR estimates that for every two immigrant laborers laid off, one to two Americans will also lose their jobs. 

The group advocates for overhauls of the H-2A and H-2B visa programs and the creation of a year-round guest worker programs combined with clear, sensible workplace immigration enforcement and increased border security.  COEIR remains optimistic that comprehensive immigration legislation can be passed this year and is calling on Congress to continue bipartisan dialogue to reach a compromise.
